FAITH SHARING
Jesus responds to the question asking how many will be saved by answering how
one is to enter into salvation and how urgent it is that one strives now, before the
Master closes the door. Instead of asking how many will be saved, Jesus wants us
to ask ourselves, “Am I prepared to be saved, choosing the narrow gate of
sacrificial agape love and so loving others as Jesus loves them™?
In the first reading, Isaiah’s prophecy speaks to the Babylonian exiles returning
to Jerusalem after 47 years in captivity, especially to the younger members with
their pagan wives, telling them that salvation is not a Jewish monopoly and that
is why Yahweh welcomes the pagans also into Judaism. The prophet’s great book
ends as it began, with a vision of all the peoples of the world streaming toward
Jerusalem, acknowledging and praising the God of Israel.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus
